Fabulous Fabric  
 
Anyone with a sewing machine can easily create interesting throw pillows, scarf valances, table 
runners, duvet covers and other touches that can dress up any room.  Toss pillows are 
inexpensive and easy; you can recover existing pillows or buy pillow forms at the fabric store; 
four quick seams and, voila, a new look for your sofa or bedroom.  Pick a solid color for the 
pillow backing (inexpensive heavy-weight cottons work well here)…leaving you room to splurge 
a little on a great material for the front of the pillow.  Or search for interesting remnants (usually 
at a fraction of the cost of cut-from-bolt fabrics); since you’re only using this fabric for the front 
of the pillow, a small remnant should be more than enough.   
 
Scarf valances are inexpensive to purchase and inexpensive and easy to make. A simple swag 
over an existing shade or curtain can quickly dress up your windows. Even store-bought 
window treatments are an easy, inexpensive way to brighten up a room.

Quick Furniture Fixes  
 
Worn or faded upholstery can really bring down the look of a room. But replacing or 
reupholstering can be an expensive proposition. Consider a slip-cover instead. There are a 
variety of ready-made options, from loose-fitting covers that drape over a couch or chair, to 
more fitted, stretch-to-fit options that look custom-made. There is a huge variety of colors and 
fabrics to choose from, and size/shape choices to fit almost any sofa, loveseat or chair. 
 
Painting worn wood furniture can be a fun project and can completely change the look of a 
piece of furniture. While we don’t recommend painting fine wood furnishings or family 
heirlooms, some furnishing can be well-suited to a coat of paint. A well-worn wood coffee table, 
for example, might get a new lease on life with a carefully applied coat of satin black paint.  

One 
look that’s great in casual kitchens is mis-matched wood dining chairs, all painted the same 
color. This idea works well with flea-market and resale shop chairs.  Replacing detachable 
cushions on kitchen chairs is another easy and inexpensive way to spruce up your dining area.
